Content Description 

Reading Contemporary Russia consists of reading comprehension and content analysis of simple texts 

on contemporary Russia. The main focus of the class is to introduce students to current cultural, social, 

and political issues, using books, newspaper articles, journals, TV and radio broadcasts, and web sources 

from Russia. Selected readings and films will familiarize students with culture and features of everyday 

life. 

 

Module Aims 

Students cannot truly master the language until they master the cultural context in which the language 

occurs. The main aims of this module are to introduce students to different aspects of Russian culture; 

to encourage an enthusiasm for Russian language and culture and to promote the skills of reading, 

writing, listening and speaking in Russian by means of authentic language sources.
